RESEARCH COMPONENT

First Semester/2nd Quarter (Early November)
1. Defining the Problem

a. You will need to write a short abstract.  This will serve as a short outline of what you and your group members see as the problem

b. Your group is highly encouraged to continue the research of previous years.  You will be given the opportunity to look at previous classes folders which contains their reports and research.

c. Your problem must be one that can be discussed on a local level.

EXAMPLE:  The American colonists were being taxed without any representation in Parliament.  This gave the colonists the sense that they had no control over their own destinies.
2. Proving the Problem Exists:  Historical Background (December):

a. Your group must find a historical context for your problem.  You must be able to find a historical beginning to the problem.  This is the part of the project which requires outside research

EXAMPLE:  The Stamp Act, Townshend Duties, Intolerable Acts all served as proof to the colonists that not only did the problem exist, but that Britain’s actions were sapping the colonial spirit of independence.

Second Semester 

3. Proving the Problem Exists:  Local Level (January/February)
a. Your group must prove that the problem exists within your community.  

b. This will be accomplished by writing, giving and evaluating surveys.  Surveys can give two kinds of data:

i. Quantitative:  this data is represented by numbers.  “55% of our respondents see…”

ii. Qualitative:  this data is represented by quotes.  Respondents explain their beliefs and their responses are used as data.  

c. Your group will also evaluate the data in written format.
4. Solutions to the Problem (March/April)

a. Your group must suggest several solutions that will help ameliorate or end the problem.  

b. The problems must be able to be implemented on a local level.

c. Groups may create handouts and information brochures for their solutions.

5. Final Drafts/Presentations

a. Your group will put together all of the sections of your project – defining the problem, proving problem exists (historical, local), solutions, and outcomes – in written form.

b. Your group will prepare a PPT that summarizes all aspects of the project:

i. PowerPoint must not rely too much on text, rather the students must present information in a manner that shows their preparedness.

ii. PowerPoint must have images (charts, photographs) to go along with presentation.

iii. Students may use video, music, or skits in their presentation.
