“COLORED PEOPLE GET ALL RILED UP”


The colored people of Woodland are indignant because they say H. Siebe of that city refused to serve some colored bodies with ice cream, drawing the color line. They held an indignation meeting Monday evening and adopted the following resolutions:


Whereas on last Saturday, the 27th day of April, Mrs. Cora M. Diggs, residing at 523 Cleveland Street, Woodland, California, in company with her sister and niece, went into H. Siebes candy store and ice cream apartment. Woodland, California, and asked to be served with cream, where the public is generally and usually served, and 

Whereas they were denied such service for the reason, as they were told by the proprietor. H. Siebe that they were colored people and that his white customers did not want to eat from dishes which had been used by colored people, and that this complaint justified him in excluding the colored people from service in his place of business; and     Whereas such refusal of service and the reason therefore to an insult to the ladies in question as well as an outrage upon them and the negro race, therefore be it. Resolved, that we, the colored people in mass meeting assembled in Woodland, California, on this, the 30th day of April, 1918, denounce this conduct on the part of H. Siebe as illegal, unjust anti-American undemocratic, a travesty upon justice and intensely pro-German. For what is Prussianism and kaiserism but the refusal of rights and a square deal to the weaker and smaller nations of the world? Our American republic is sending her best sons (one hundred thousand negroes in the midst to Europe shoot to death this sort of outrage upon nations and races. Let it die at home as well as abroad. Be it further. Resolved that we advise the ladies above mentioned to bring suit in…this mistreatment, pledging them our support, morally and financially; and be it further  

Resolved, That it is in keeping with our sense of justice, right and fair play, that the spirit of the democracy and liberty which President Wilson says the world must have before peace is declared; that we believe we have the support of the reasonable and best thinking white people of Woodland in this contention; and be it further

Resolved, That we will uncompromisingly resist an attempt on the part of any public place to discriminate against us for the reason of race and color.

Yolo County Should Act Energetically Upon this Very Vital Question

Thus far Davis may be considered very fortunate in not having a populous Japanese section in the town. All towns are not so fortunate, not even the county seat of Yolo county and her citizens are taking steps just recently and even now are busy in an effort to rid woodland of this undesirable class of Asiatica. C.W. Crutcher, deputy county assessor has compiled the following alarming facts indicating the rapidity with which the wily Nipponese is fastening his tentacles upon the fertile acres of our domain.


Crutcher shows that 33 Japanese mothers gave birth to 131 children, an average of 4 to each woman, with the idea and purpose that all native born will be permitted to own and hold lands in the future.


There are 173 Japanese farmers and merchants in the county who paid taxes on unsecured property the assessed valuation of which is $230,991. Of the 173, 113 pay taxes on livestock. 


The Japanese population of the county he estimates at 1800, with a total county population of little better than 15,000.
